The 
theme for 2008 is "Catch the Reading Bug". A genealogy workshop was held at the 
Distribution Center. A system-wide One Book program featuring Sherman Alexie's THE 
ABSOLUTELY TRUE DIARY OF A PART-TIME INDIAN will run April through August and 
will include book discussions at branches throughout the district. 

Neumiller presented the Automation Report. New staff computers have been installed in 
Moses lake and Chelan, and the oldest staff computers in branch libraries are scheduled 
for replacement. Early Literacy Stations have been delivered and are ready for use. 
'What's New on NCRl Web" workshops have been held in Moses lake, Omak, and 
Wenatchee. Chad Roseburg held a workshop to introduce the new NCRl Help Desk, a tool 
he developed to assist in reporting and tracking computer problems. Technology Tuesday 
continues to be offered, with plans for increased advertising for the next sessions.
